Crafted from the finest glera grapes grown on the hills of the 

Treviso (Italy) area at a vineyard dedicated solely to the production 
the glera grape. The cuvée wine used to make this prosecco is 
made in the traditional manner by a very gentle pressing followed 

by a cool fermentation that yields a lovely delicate style, while 
retaining the beautiful essence of the fruit. Its fruit driven flavor 
sets this bubby apart from Spanish Cava or French Champagne.
